Regular-Enrolled Tribal Member: As defined in the Pueblo of
Laguna Constitution (“naturalized” Laguna tribal members are
ineligible for tribal or BIA grant funding).

Satisfactory Progress. The minimum standard by which a student
is considered in good academic standing in pursuit of a full —
time degree. Normally it means a person maintains or exceeds
a 2.0 (“C”) or better overall grade point average (GPA) and
earns 12 credits (full time) or more of college course work in the
term they are enrolled.

Student Aid Report (SAR): Document received after submitting a
Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), each
academic year, to become eligible for PELL Grant, SEOG, i.e.,
financial and campus-based aid at the institution.

Student Dependent. A student who is claimed on their parent(s)
income tax.

Suspension: the status of a student for failing to remove
probationary conditions. A student on suspension is ineligible to
receive funding from Laguna Higher Education Program.

Transcript: An official record of a student’s academic courses and
grades which is maintained by the school registrar. Laguna
scholars are required to have the institution forward official
transcripts to the scholarship office at the end of each term.

Transferable Degree: Typically an Associate’s Degree that can
readily transfer to a Baccalaureate degree.

Undergraduate Student. A student pursuing an associate degree
(transferable into a bachelor’s) or a bachelor degree.

Unofficial Transcripts: A student’s academic courses and grades
which can be obtained either on-line or from the registrars’
